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During College Camp, there was a hail storm in the Pactola Lake area.  Many, many homes, vehicles, and property were damaged by the stones that fell.  Placerville Camp received roughly $80,000 in damage to rooftops, siding, screens, and deck furniture.  There was also roughly $8000 damage to camp vehicles.  The new metal roofs that were installed in May on Mills, Mather, Robinson, Hooker, Seabury, Ward, Bradford, and Alden, all have dents but thankfully no holes.  Work is in the makings to fix the roof on Mayflower which was shingled just four years ago.  We will be looking closely into figuring out what else needs to be fixed immediately and what can wait.
